PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT CENTRE

The Academy also houses a Professional Development
Centre (PDC) to build teaching capacity in Mozambique
by investing substantially in professional learning for
local government school teachers. Areas of focus include
literacy, numeracy and school leadership. Since its
establishment in 2010, the Academy’s PDC has partnered
with 16 public primary schools in Maputo, with over 1,300
external educators completing a programme with the PDC.
