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COMUNICADO DE IMPRENSA PARA DIVULGACAO IMEDIATA

“MINISTRA DA EDUCACAO E DESENVOLVIMENTO HUMANO
VISITA A ACADEMIA AGA KHAN”

Matola, Provincia de Maputo — 28 de Abril de 2021 — A convite do Representante Diplomatico da
Rede Aga Khan para o Desenvolvimento (AKDN) Nazim Ahmad, a Ministra da Educacdo e
Desenvolvimento Humano Rita Carmelita Namashulua visitou a Academia Aga Khan, localizada na
Matola.

Para além do Representante Diplomatico da AKDN e da sua esposa, a Ministra da Educagdo e
Desenvolvimento Humano (MINEDH) foi recebida pelo Director da Academia Aga Khan Michael
Spencer.

Nesta visita, a Ministra e a sua delegacéo tiveram a oportunidade de visitar as instalacdes existentes:
(i) a escola primaria e a sua biblioteca que integra uma sala multimédia, (ii) os edificios residenciais
estudantis, (iii) o edificio das ciéncias constituido por oito laboratérios totalmente equipados, (iv) o
centro de desportos constituido pela piscina de competicao, piscina de treinos e (v) as areas de recreio
e de lazer. Teve também a oportunidade de ver a constru¢cdo em curso: (vi) dois outros edificios
residenciais para os alunos séniores, (vii) edificio administrativo, (viii) o edificio dos espacos e (ix) a
biblioteca do ensino secundario.

A Ministra interagiu com os alunos e professores durante as suas aulas, recebeu informagéo sobre o
projecto, a sua missdo e visdo, o curriculo, os vectores orientadores, a formacdo de professores
mocgambicanos no curriculo ministrado pela Academia, o trabalho desenvolvido pelo Centro de
Desenvolvimento Profissional da Academia. Finda a visita, as duas partes tiveram a oportunidade de
se reunirem e discutirem assuntos de interesse comum.

Durante a visita, a Ministra da Educacéo e Desenvolvimento Humano Rita Carmelita Namashulua
referiu que “a educacdo € a chave para o desenvolvimento do pais. Os desafios do pais sdo
sobejamente conhecidos, nomeadamente no que toca aos servi¢cos de qualidade. (...) Este projecto,



como foi dito, formard futuros lideres para o pais.” O Representante Diploméatico da AKDN Nazim
Ahmad afirmou que “o que assistimos hoje nesta visita a Academia € a concretizagdo de um sonho de
longa data, discutido entre o Presidente Chissano e Sua Alteza o Aga Khan e que mereceu 0 apoio
continuo das autoridades do Estado, com destaque para o Ministério da Educacgéo e Desenvolvimento
Humano.”

A Academia actualmente conta com cerca de duzentos e dez alunos e ao concluir a construgédo de todo
0 projecto tera capacidade para lecionar 750 alunos, dos quais 300 em regime residencial. A Academia,
que ministra o curriculo International Baccalaureate, € bilingue portugués-inglés no ensino e oferece
o regime residencial de forma a cobrir todas as provincias de Mogambique e outros paises.

NOTAS:

1. A Academia Aga Khan Maputo, aberta desde 2013, integra a rede global das Academias Aga
Khan criadas por Sua Alteza o Aga Khan em localizagdes-chave em Africa, na Asia Central e
do Sul e no Médio Oriente. O objectivo das Academias Aga Khan ¢ o de garantir o acesso de
raparigas e rapazes com mérito, talentosos e com potencial de lideranga, a uma educacdo de
padrdo internacional de exceléncia. Os estudantes sdo seleccionados com base no mérito,
independentemente das suas origens socioeconOmicas, raca e credo. O apoio financeiro ¢
avaliado e facultado para que a falta de meios ndo limite o seu acesso.

Uma das particularidades da Academia Aga Khan Maputo ¢ o seu Centro de Desenvolvimento
Profissional, estabelecido em 2009, que procura reforcar e alargar a qualidade da educacao
através do desenvolvimento profissional aos educadores nacionais e através de modelos de
melhores praticas. Os programas de alta qualidade ministrados pelo Centro de
Desenvolvimento Profissional tém enfoque na aquisicdo de conteudos, competéncias
pedagogicas, técnicas de ensino, aprendizagem interactiva e metodologias de ensino centradas
no aluno e colabora com 16 escolas primdrias (11 das quais localizadas no distrito da Matola e
5 no distrito de Boane). Desde 2010 que estes programas beneficiaram directamente mais de
700 profissionais de educacdo e indirectamente mais de 1,300 professores ¢ 100,000 alunos,
todos oriundos da rede de 16 escolas publicas. Foram ministradas 979 sessdes directas nas
instalacdes da Academia e 400 nas Zonas de Influéncia Pedagogica respectivas.

Associado ao seu rigoroso programa académico encontram-se os principios orientadores das
Academias Aga Khan que abarcam cinco vertentes: Etica, Pluralismo, Economia para o
Desenvolvimento, Culturas, Governagao ¢ Sociedade Civil.

2. A Unidade das Academias Aga Khan ¢ uma das agéncias de educa¢do da Rede Aga Khan para
o Desenvolvimento (AKDN). Fundada por Sua Alteza o Aga Khan, a AKDN ¢ um grupo de
agéncias de desenvolvimento privadas, internacionais, ndo confessionais que trabalham nas
areas do ambiente, saude, educacdo, arquitectura, cultura, microfinancas, desenvolvimento
rural, mitigacdo de desastres, promog¢dao do empreendedorismo do sector privado e da
revitalizagdo de cidades historicas. A AKDN trabalha em 30 paises a nivel mundial.
Actualmente, coordena cerca de 1,000 programas e institui¢des — muitos dos quais tém mais
de 60 anos e outros mais de 100. Emprega cerca de 96,000 pessoas, a maioria das quais reside



em paises em vias de desenvolvimento. O or¢amento anual da AKDN para as atividades de
desenvolvimento sem fins lucrativos ¢ de cerca de 1,000 milhdes de dolares. O Fundo Aga
Khan para o Desenvolvimento Econoémico, o brago de desenvolvimento economico da AKDN,
gera receitas anuais no valor de 4,5 bilides de ddlares, sendo que todos os excedentes gerados
pelas respetivas empresas de projeto sdo reinvestidos em outras actividades de
desenvolvimento, normalmente em regides frageis, remotas ou de pds-conflito.

“THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION AND HUMAN DEVELOPMENT VISITS THE AGA
KHAN ACADEMY MAPUTO”

Matola, Maputo Province — 28th of April de 2021 — At the invitation of the Diplomatic Representative
of the Aga Khan Development Network (AKDN) Nazim Ahmad, the Minister of Education and
Human Development Rita Carmelita Namashulua visited the Aga Khan Academy, located in Matola.

In addition to the AKDN Diplomatic Representative and his wife, the Minister of Education and
Human Development (MINEDH) was received by the Director of the Aga Khan Academy Maputo,
Michael Spencer.

During this visit the Minister and her delegation had the opportunity to visit the existing facilities: (i)
the primary school and its library that includes a multimedia room, (ii) the student residential buildings,
(ii1) the science building consisting of eight fully equipped laboratories, (iv) the sports centre including
the competition pool, training pool and (v) the recreational and leisure areas. She also had the
opportunity to see the construction in progress: (vi) two other residential buildings for senior students,
(vii) the administrative building, (viii) ..................... and (ix) the secondary school library.

The Minister interacted with students and teachers during classes, received information about the
project, the vision and mission, the curriculum, guiding strands, the development of Mozambican
teacher in the curriculum taught by the Academy, the work developed by the Academy’s Professional
Development Center. After the visit, the two parties had the opportunity to meet and discuss matters
of common interest.

During the visit, the Minister of Education and Human Development Rita Carmelita Namashulua said,
“Education is the key to the country's development. The country's challenges are well known,
particularly with regard to quality services. (...) This project, as has been said, will form future leaders
for the country.” AKDN Diplomatic Representative Nazim Ahmad stated that “what we are seeing
today on this visit to the Academy is the realization of a long-standing dream, discussed between
President Chissano and His Highness Aga Khan and which deserved the continued support of the state
authorities, with emphasis on the Ministry of Education and Human Development. ”



The Academy currently has around two hundred and ten students and upon the conclusion of the whole
project will have the capacity to teach 750 students, 300 of whom under residential regime. The
Academy, which teaches the International Baccalaureate curriculum, is bilingual Portuguese-English
in education and offers the residential regime to cover all provinces of Mozambique and other
countries.

NOTAS:

1. The Aga Khan Academy Maputo, open since 2013, part of a network of Aga Khan
Academies created by His Highness, The Aga Khan, in key locations in Africa, Central and
South Asia and Middle East. The mission of the Aga Khan Academies is to guarantee access
to boys and girls by merit, talent and with leadership potential, to an education of
international standard of excellence. The students are selected based on merit, regardless of
their socio-economic origin, race, gender or faith. Financial support is assessed and
provided so that the lack of means does not limit access.

One of the particularities of the Aga Khan Maputo Academy is its Professional
Development Center, established in 2009, which seeks to reinforce and extend the quality
of education through professional development to national educators and through models
of best practices. The high quality programs taught by the Professional Development Center
focus on the acquisition of content, pedagogical skills, teaching techniques, interactive
learning and teaching methodologies centered on the student and collaborates with 16
primary schools (11 of which are located in the district of Matola and 5 in the district of
Boane). Since 2010, these programs have directly benefited more than 700 education
professionals and indirectly more than 1,300 teachers and 100,000 students, all from the
network of 16 public schools. 979 direct sessions were held at the Academy's facilities and
400 at the respective Pedagogical Influence Zones.

Associated with its rigorous academic program are the guiding principles of the Aga Khan
Academies, which encompass five aspects: Ethics, Pluralism, Economics for Sustainability,
Cultures, Governance and Civil Society.

2. The Aga Khan Academies Unit is one of the education agencies of the Aga Khan
Development Network (AKDN). Founded by His Highness Aga Khan, AKDN is a group
of private development agencies, international, non-religious working in the areas of
environment, health, education, architecture, culture, microfinance, rural development,
disaster relief, promoting entrepreneurship in the private sector and the restoration of
historic cities. AKDN works in 30 countries worldwide. It currently coordinates around
1,000 programs and institutions - many of whom are over 60 and others over 100. It
employs around 96,000 people, most of whom reside in developing countries. AKDN's
annual budget for non-profit development activities is around $ 1,000 million. The Aga
Khan Fund for Economic Development, AKDN's economic development arm, generates
annual revenues of US $ 4.5 billion, with all surpluses generated by the respective project
companies being reinvested in other development activities, usually in fragile, remote or
post-conflict regions
