The new system significantly reduces the amount
of effort required to run a meet and manage data.

The system has improved accuracy compared to
manual swimming stopwatches by transferring all
timed data wirelessly to meet manager.

The committee also initiated posting of results on
meet mobile allowing parents, spectators, coaches
or any interested party to have immediate results
as and when received. :

For CASA, the weekend was a big leap towards
improving the sport at the coast and it was a truly
successful event with its spectators appreciating
the efforts of its organizers.
